Today, the Ladies of Charity 
are in over 50 countries with over 260,000 lay volunteers. Our local 
chapter was founded in 2008 and is the only Ladies of Charity     
organization in the state of Arkansas. We are a non-profit 501c3 and 
are listed in the Official Catholic Directory for the Diocese of Little 
Rock, where we hold Masses and Quarterly Meetings. Our meetings 
are conducted in person as well as virtually via Go-To-Meeting. Sr.
