RESUMPTION OF MASS SCHEDULE  
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COLLECTION FOR THE DIOCESE OF  
NELLORE, INDIA 

AUGUST 3RD & 4TH 
 

   The Diocese of Nellore is a mission diocese 
that depends upon external support. The majority 
of the Catholics are poor laborers in the farms of 
the landlords. They live by daily wages. The 
parishes can't afford their own maintenance. The 
utilities, constructions, and almost everything 
that parishes need, including the priests' salaries 
are met by the diocese. Out of 170 about 40 
priests are working in various parishes of the 
United States solely with the intention of being 
supportive to their home diocese. Including  
Fr. Francis and I, there are 13 priests currently 
working in Arkansas. Every month each of us 
sends a major portion of our salaries to the  
diocese. Bishop Taylor is kind to allow us to  
appeal a second collection in the parishes we are 
serving once every year. Your contributions will 
help in maintaining the diocese and  
specifically in the following areas:  
 

3 leper colonies 
5 homes for physically and mentally challenged   
   and hearing impaired children   
20 orphanages and/or boarding homes in  
   which free food and free accommodation and  
   free education is offered without which  
   many of these kids would not go to school.  
Salaries for 130 Priests; 
Education of 20 Seminarians; etc. 

Blessed Stanley Francis Rother was born in Okarche, 
Oklahoma, USA on 27 March 1935. He discerned a 
call to the priesthood and began seminary formation 
in 1953. After initial academic struggles, he completed 
his seminary studies and was ordained a priest for the 
Diocese of Oklahoma City and Tulsa on 25 May 1963. 
After five years of parish ministry he volunteered for 
the Oklahoma Catholic mission in Guatemala and 
spent the remainder of his life ministering there. He 
served his people generously even mastering their 
difficult language so that he could provide pastoral 
care and form them in their faith. When a bloody civil 
war reached his remote mission he chose to remain 
among his parishioners in spite of the danger to  
himself. Unknown assailants broke into the rectory at 
Santiago Atitlán and murdered Father Rother during 
the night of 28 July 1981. He was beatified in Okla-
homa City on 23 September 2017.

Los servicios públicos, las 
construcciones y casi todo lo que necesitan las 
parroquias, incluyendo  los salarios de los sacer-
dotes, son financiados por la diócesis. Somos 
170 sacerdotes, y 40 de nosotros estamos  aquí 
en Estados Unidos,  uno de los objetivos es apo-
yar a nuestra diócesis local. El padre Francis,  
yo, y otros 13 sacerdotes más estamos sirviendo 
actualmente en  Arkansas. Nosotros enviamos  la 
mayoría de  nuestro salario cada mes. El Obispo 
Taylor amablemente nos ha permitido tener una 
colecta especial cada año  para el beneficio de  los 
programas pastorales y sociales de la diócesis. 
Sus contribuciones ayudan a mantener específi-
camente las siguientes fundaciones:

27 de marzo de 1935 en Okarche, Oklahoma, EU. En 
1953 discernió su vocación al sacerdocio y comenzó su 
formación en el seminario. Stanley tuvo dificultades  
académicas, logro vencerlas y completó sus estudios. Fue 
ordenado sacerdote el 25 de mayo de 1963 para la Diócesis 
de Oklahoma y Tulsa. Después de cinco años de ministerio 
parroquial, se ofreció como voluntario para la misión  
católica de Oklahoma en Guatemala y pasó el resto de la 
vida de su ministerio ahí. Sirvió a su gente con generosidad, 
incluso dominó el difícil lenguaje de la región, para  
proporcionarles una mejor atención pastoral y así poder 
formarlos en su fe. Cuando la sangrienta guerra civil llegó 
a su remota misión, el padre Stanley eligió permanecer 
entre sus feligreses a pesar del peligro que corría. Unos 
asaltantes desconocidos irrumpieron en la rectoría de  
Santiago Atitlán y asesinaron al padre Rother durante la 
noche del 28 de julio de 1981. Fue beatificado en la  
ciudad de Oklahoma el 23 de septiembre de 2017.
